Mr. Russo advised next year the Neighbors Helping Neighbors event will take place in
the spring.

Mr. Elvidge asked for an update on the RPM Development project. Mr. Russo advised
the house has been demolished and project is progressing nicely. He anticipates residents
moving in approximately 12 to 14 months.

Councilwoman Le Frois asked about the parking arrangements for businesses who
utilized the municipal lot which is now being redeveloped by RPM Development. Mr. Russo
outlined the parking plans established for the redevelopment.

Mayor Diglio inquired about the upcoming Proclamation for the Festival of Lights and
was advised the Proclamation is being prepared by Terri Oswin. Mayor Diglio asked for an
update on Dunkin’ Donuts on Sparta Avenue. Mr. Russo will obtain an update from
Construction and forward to Council.

Deputy Mayor Levante inquired about the light posts, which were out, located on East
Clinton Street. Mr. Russo will find out and advise Council.

Mr. Russo advised Council of the upcoming 1st Annual Fall Festival to take place on
Spring Street on Saturday, October 29, 2016 from noon to 5 pm.

There being no further business to be conducted, upon motion of Mrs. Le Frois,
seconded by Deputy Mayor Levante and unanimously carried, the meeting was adjourned at
