The Town Council held two interviews for the current vacancies on the
Newton Advisory Recreation Commission and the Historic Preservation Advisory
Commission.

Mr. Schmitt would like to get involved in the Town of Newton. The Council
explained the duties of each board and commission of interest.

Ms. Best and Mr. Schmitt were advised of the date and time of the Historic
Preservation Advisory Commission meetings as well as the Advisory Recreation
Commission meetings.

After a brief discussion, the consensus of the governing body was to
appoint Ms. Amanda Best to the Historic Preservation Advisory Commission and
Mr. James Schmitt to the Newton Advisory Recreation Commission to fill the
current vacancies.

A formal resolution authorizing these appointments will be made a part of

next regular Council meeting to be held on Monday, June 28, 2010.
