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The regular meeting of the Town Council of the Town of Newton was held 

on the above date at 7:00 p.m.  Present were Mr. Elvidge, Mr. Ricciardo, Mrs. 

Diglio, Mayor Becker, William Hinkes, Esq., Town Attorney and Town Manager, 

Mr.  Thomas Russo, Jr.     Mrs. Le Frois was excused. 

Mayor Becker made the following declaration that “in accordance with 

the Open Public Meetings Act, notice of this public meeting was given to the 

two newspapers of record and posted on the official bulletin board on 

December 31, 2009.” 

 Mayor Becker led the invocation and Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.  

The Deputy Clerk called the roll and upon completion of same, upon motion of 

Mr. Ricciardo seconded by Mrs. Diglio, the minutes of July 1, 2010 

(Reorganization), July 12, 2010 (Regular, Special and Executive) were approved 

as presented. 

OPEN TO THE PUBLIC 

 Mayor Becker read the following statement: 
 

“At this point in the meeting, the Town Council welcomes comments from 
any member of the public on any topic.  To help facilitate an orderly meeting 
and to permit the opportunity for anyone who wishes to be heard, speakers are 
asked to limit their comments to 5 minutes.  If reading from a prepared 
statement, please provide a copy and email a copy to the Clerk’s Office after 
making your comments so it may be properly reflected in the minutes.” 
 
 Ms. Eliza Jo Paine, 105 High Street, Newton, addressed Council and 

requested them to overturn a recent Utility Board decision which requires Ms. 

Paine to pay a large 1st quarter 2010 water bill due to a faulty water meter.    

 The Council had several questions regarding the water bill and meter 

malfunction, which were addressed by Dawn Babcock, Chief Financial Officer 

and Paul Baldwin, Water and Sewer Supervisor. 

 After a lengthy discussion, Council validated the Utility Board’s decision 

but directed Ms. Babcock to waive the penalty fee.   Ms. Paine had several 

questions which were addressed by Ms. Babcock. 

 Mr. Anwar Qarmout, 45 Woodside Avenue, informed Council that he filed 

a formal complaint today with Newton Municipal Court against a member of 
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the Newton Rescue Squad for excessively loud foul language.   Mr. Qarmout 

then distributed a copy of his complaint to the Governing Body.  Mr. Qarmout 

expressed his disappointment with the lengthy process for filing a complaint and 

requested opinions from the Council.  William Hinkes, Esq., Town Attorney, 

advised Mr. Qarmout it would not be appropriate for the governing body to 

address this issue but suggested that he took the appropriate action with the 

formal filing of a complaint. 

 After a brief discussion, Councilwoman Diglio, who is a member of the 

Newton Rescue Squad, advised Mr. Qarmout that action will be taken against 

the Rescue Squad member for his inappropriate behavior. 

 Mr. Qarmout requested an update on a “mechanism” that would provide 

property tax relief for homes that were deemed uninhabitable due to fire 

damage or any other type of damage.    Mr. Holzhauer, Tax Assessor, indicated 

he is working on putting a memorandum together for the Manager to address 

this issue. 

COUNCIL & MANAGER REPORTS 

 Mr. Russo read a request from DASI requesting permission to place purple 

ribbons around trees along Spring Street and other Municipal properties during 

the month of October for Domestic Violence Awareness Month.  Council 

unanimously agreed to this request. 

 Mr. Russo indicated he received a memo from the Deputy Municipal Clerk 

requesting permission for an additional item to be placed on the Consent 

Agenda: 

 “There is one additional Application for a Special Permit for a Social Affair 
from Karen Ann Quinlan Hospice, 99 Sparta Avenue, Newton for Sunday, August 
8, 2010 from 6:30 p.m. to 9:30 p.m. to be held at Krave Cafe’ & Caterer, 102 
Sparta Avenue, Newton.  The Application is in order, signed by the Chief of 
Police and accompanied by the prescribed fee.” 
 

Mr. Russo indicated there were initial deficiencies at the time of submission 

and all issues have been resolved. 
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Councilman Ricciardo advised Council that he met with Jessica Caldwell, 

Town Planner and Mr. Russo last week to review the Historic District Ordinance.  

Mr. Ricciardo stated they reviewed several sections and made suggestions for 

changes which will have a more positive approach.

 WHEREAS, with the cuts assured in the State’s new budget and with bi-
partisan agreement reached on new property tax caps, New Jersey Mayors - 
from municipalities, large and small, and from all around our Garden State – still 
wait for Trenton policy makers to enact meaningful local government cost 
containment reforms;
